9-29
Key words Cicero, Spate Republik, Sozialgeschichte, Strategien der Kontingenzbe-
wiltigung und des Zukunftshandelns, Testament, amicitia, familia, lokale Elite
Resiimee In dieser Studie geht es um Strategien der Kontingenzbewiéltigung und des
Zukunftshandelns in Bezug auf Testamente und im Rahmen einer Verteidigungs-
strategie vor Gericht, wobei Pro Cluentio die Ausgangslage darstellt. Cicero evo-
ziert in verschiedenen Schriften, dass fiir ihn die voluntas testatoris unbedingt zu
erfiillen sei, auch wenn diese nicht immer konform ging mit den Gesetzen. Ein
derartiges, selbst auferlegtes Prinzip bot Orientierung und zeugte gleichzeitig von

pietas gegeniiber dem*der Erblasser*in.

Résumé Cette étude porte sur les stratégies de gestion de la contingence et de I’action
future en relation avec les testaments et dans le cadre d’une stratégie de défense
devant un tribunal, ou le Pro Cluentio constitue le point de départ. Cicéron
évoque dans différents écrits que, pour lui, la voluntas testatoris devait absolu-
ment étre accomplie, méme si elle n’était pas toujours conforme aux lois. Un tel
principe, qu’il s’imposait lui-méme, offrait une orientation et témoignait en méme
temps de la pietas envers le testateur.

Abstract Through a reading of the Pro Cluentio, this paper examines the way in
which wills and testaments are deployed as strategies to cope with contingency
and future action, particularly in the context of a legal defence strategy. Cicero
therefore evokes in various writings that for him the voluntas testatoris was to be
fulfilled unconditionally, even if this did not always correspond to the laws. Such
a self-imposed guideline offered orientation and at the same time showed pietas
towards the testator.

Riassunto Attraverso la lettura della Pro Cluentio, il presente contributo esamina il mo-
do in cui le ultime volonta e i testamenti vengono utilizzati come strategie per far
fronte alla contingenza e alle azioni future, specialmente nel contesto di una strate-
gia di difesa legale. Cicerone evoca quindi in vari scritti che per lui la voluntas testa-
toris doveva essere soddisfatta in maniera incondizionata, anche se cio non sempre
corrispondeva alle leggi. Una simile linea guida autoimposta forniva un orientamen-
to e, nel medesimo tempo, mostrava pietas nei confronti del testatore.

Riassunto Questo articolo mira a enucleare le funzioni che, in alcuni passi
ciceroniani, espleta la dottrina platonica della reminiscenza. Anche se ’adesione
di Cicerone a questo segmento teorico non puo essere provata in via definitiva, si
rivela molto probabile che I’Arpinate gli abbia riconosciuto almeno due valori: 1)
la capacita di mettere in contatto I’anima con il vero essere, che ¢ quello delle
forme intelligibili; 2) la legittimazione dell’aspirazione a praticare attivita che non
coinvolgano il corpo, ma solo I’anima (come la divinazione).

Résumé Cet article a pour objectif d’énumérer les fonctions qu’exerce, dans certains
passages cicéroniens, la doctrine platonicienne de la réminiscence. Méme si
I’adhésion de Cicéron a ce segment théorique ne peut étre prouvée de maniere
concluante, il s’avére trés probable que Cicéron ait reconnu au moins deux va-
leurs : 1) la capacité de mettre I’ame en contact avec I'étre véritable, qui est celui
des formes intelligibles ; 2) la légitimation de I’aspiration a pratiquer des activités
qui n’impliquent pas le corps, mais seulement I’dme (comme la divination).

Abstract This article examines the function that Plato’s theory of reminiscence plays
in select passages in Cicero. Granted that Cicero’s support for this theory cannot
be established in any definitive way, it is nonetheless very likely that Cicero felt
it was a valuable theory for two reasons: (i) it was able to connect the soul and
true being, which is that of the intelligible forms; and, (ii) it legitimised the aspi-
ration to engage in activities that do not involve the body but exclusively the soul
(activities such as divination).

Fair Enough with the Epicureans and their Ethical and Political Views? ... 55-89

Abstract If our knowledge of Epicurean philosophy depended exclusively upon the in-
formation conveyed by their adversaries, we would be practically unaware of the
political component of the Epicurean study of nature (¢uoiohoyia), and of the
political considerations that grounded the Epicurean way of life. This paper
shows how Cicero omits some elements of Epicureanism that are crucial to un-
derstanding how political reflection was integrated into Epicurean philosophy.
We argue that Cicero consciously omits important details of Epicurean argu-
ments regarding ethics and politics and includes some silences that can be de-
scribed as «clamorous». By bypassing the crucial interconnection between politi-
cal theory and the Epicurean study of nature, Cicero includes passing reference to
Epicurean contractualism and he does not set out the Epicurean theoretical
framework in which it was originally inscribed.

Résumé Si notre connaissance de la philosophie épicurienne dépendait exclusivement
des informations transmises par leurs adversaires, nous serions pratiquement
ignorants de la composante politique de I’étude épicurienne de la nature
(puoiodoyia), et des considérations politiques qui fondent le mode de vie épicu-
rien. L’article montre comment Cicéron omet certains éléments de I’épicurisme
qui sont cruciaux pour comprendre comment la réaction politique a été intégrée
dans la philosophie épicurienne. Nous soutenons que Cicéron omet consciem-
ment des détails importants des arguments épicuriens concernant I’éthique et la
politique et inclut certains silences qui peuvent étre décrits comme « bruyants ».
En contournant I’interconnexion cruciale entre la théorie politique et 1'étude épi-
curienne de la nature, Cicéron ne fait pas référence au contractualisme épicurien
et n’expose pas le cadre théorique épicurien dans lequel il était inscrit a ’origine.

Riassunto Se la nostra conoscenza della filosofia epicurea dipendesse esclusivamente
dalle informazioni trasmesse dai suoi avversari, saremmo praticamente all’oscuro
della componente politica dello studio epicureo della natura (puoioroyia) e delle
considerazioni politiche che fondavano lo stile di vita epicureo. Questo articolo
mostra come Cicerone ometta alcuni elementi dell’epicureismo che sono cruciali
per comprendere come la riflessione politica fosse integrata nella filosofia epicu-
rea. Sosteniamo che Cicerone omette consapevolmente importanti dettagli delle
argomentazioni epicuree riguardanti ’etica e la politica e include alcuni silenzi
che possono essere descritti come “clamorosi”. Tralasciando l'interconnessione
cruciale tra la teoria politica e lo studio epicureo della natura, Cicerone include
un riferimento passeggero al contrattualismo epicureo e non espone il quadro
teorico epicureo in cui esso era originariamente inscritto.

Riassunto Il commento al Somnium del pressoché ignoto retore tardoantico Favonio

Eulogio costituisce un prezioso alleato nello studio della Letteratura Latina classi-
ca e posteriore non solo in virtu dell’esegesi contenutistica, condotta da un punto
di vista aritmologico e mitopoietico, che della cosmologia dell’antecedente cice-
roniano conduce, ma anche per 'operazione intertestuale e allusiva che della fon-
te classica opera, in conformita al clima dell’intellettualismo coevo, sia dal punto
di vista dell'impostazione filosofica, sia da quello della sostanza retorica, dei cui
canoni si fa imitatore in termini sia generali sia specificatamente prosodici. La ri-
presa strumentale delle antiche clausole ciceroniane & qui piegata alla valorizza-
zione del dettato della dissertazione tecnico-retorica e dei riferimenti letterari che
ne costellano il tessuto argomentativo ed esegetico sul celeberrimo finale del De
re publica ciceroniano.

Résumé Le commentaire du Somnium par le rhéteur pratiquement inconnu de
I’ Antiquité tardive, Favonius Eulogius, constitue un allié précieux dans I’étude de
la littérature latine classique et postérieure, non seulement en raison de 'exégese
du contenu, menée a partir d’'un point de vue arithmétique et mythopoétique,
qu’il effectue de la cosmologie de l'antécédent cicéronien, mais aussi pour
Popération intertextuelle et allusive qu’il effectue de la source classique, en ac-
cord avec le climat de I'intellectualisme contemporain, tant du point de vue de
I’histoire que de celui de ’approche philosophique, ainsi que de celui de la subs-
tance rhétorique, dont les les canons qu’il imite en termes généraux et spécifi-
quement prosodiques. La reprise instrumentale des anciennes clauses cicéro-
niennes se plie a la valorisation de la dictée de la dissertation technico-rhétorique
et des références littéraires qui ponctuent son tissu argumentatif et exégétique
sur le célébre final du De re publica cicéronien.

Abstract The commentary to the Somnium penned by the little known late antique
rhetorician Favonius Eulogius is a precious resource in the study of Latin litera-
ture of the classical and post-classical periods. This due not only to its content-
focused exegesis, driven by mythopoetic and arithmologic concerns drawn from
Ciceronian cosmology; but also because of the attention to intertextuality and al-
lusion, very much part of the intellectual climate of its time both in terms of its
philosophical framework and its rhetorical focus—a rhetoric whose canons it aims
to imitate in both general and specifically prosodic terms. The instrumental use of
Ciceronian clausulae is here put to work to promote the wording of technical-
rhetorical dissertations and the literary references interweaved in its reading of
the much-celebrated ending of Cicero’s De Republica.
